We accept children ages 2 

through age 5. (Must be 3 by  

August 1st and potty-trained to be eligi-

ble for preschool class. Do not need to 

be potty trained for 2 year old class.) 

Tuition Cost 

You may enroll your child 3,4, or 

5 days per week.   

5 days / week $90 / month 

4 days / week $80 / month 

3 days / week $70 / month 

*Two Year Olds $75/month

Non-refundable registration 

fee for the year-$30.
